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The purpose of this project is to examine whether reading in two different scripts (E.g., Chinese versus Spanish) involves potentially different use of short-term memory (or working memory). The existing neural imaging studies have found that different brain areas were activated when readers read in different scripts, such as Chinese and English. However, it is still unclear what could contribute to the neural differences. By focusing on the use of the short -term memory in reading different scripts, the study aims at identify the potential differences that account for the neural differences found in brain-imaging studies.
