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Eight days was spent at the National Archives in Washington, D. C. and the branch archives in

College Park, Maryland looking at records relating to the role of the New Mexico Volunteers and

Militia during the Civil War. These records included an examination of the Compiled Service

Records or hundreds of the Volunteers as well as court-martial records for approximately 250

soldiers. Other records examined included the Letters Received and Letters Send by the

individuals in the Department of New Mexico in the period from 1891 to 1895. As many as 200

applications for pensions were also viewed at the National Archives. At College Park,

Maryland, approximately thirty maps and diagrams of various military installations in the

Department of New Mexico were examined and copied.
In July 2013 a manuscript of 1,362 pages was submitted to the University of New Mexico Press. Over 900 of these pages was a narrative in thirteen chapters while a lengthy appendix of containing the names of the various Volunteers and Militia, a listing of the burials of all known soldiers in the volunteers, and various statistical data relating to the war in New Mexico Territory was compiled. The editor-in-chief at New Mexico (W. Clarke Whitehorn) has sent the manuscript to two readers who are to have their reports to him by the end of August. Hopefully, this lengthy study will be published.
